Gold Coast Light Rail Stage 2 
CONSTRUCTION UPDATE 
Gold Coast Light Rail Stage 2 involves the design and construction of a new 7.3km route which runs 
from Helensvale heavy rail station adjacent to the Gold Coast line, then adjacent to the Smith Street 
Motorway to connect with Stage 1 at the Gold Coast University Hospital light rail station. 

GoldlinQ’s construction contractor CPB Contractors, commenced construction in July 2016 and is 
committed to completing the project in time for the Gold Coast 2018 Commonwealth Games. 

 
Day Work 

The following activities are planned to be undertak en during April site condition and weather 
permitting:

Progressive temporary lane and intersection closure s including 
weekend works 

Work has commenced to construct the light rail across the intersection of 
Olsen Avenue and Wintergreen Drive, which will involve significant 
temporary lane and intersection closures.  

Upcoming construction times are as follows: 

• Significant lane closures at Olsen, Wintergreen and Parklands Drive 
from 8.00pm Friday 21 April until 5.00am Monday 24 April  to 
install concrete track slabs across the intersection. 

• Full intersection closure at Olsen Avenue, Wintergr een and 
Parklands Drive from 8.00pm Friday 5 May until 5.00 am Monday 
8 May.  This closure is required to place the rail line across the 
intersection.
