To prepare for the installation of track within the light rail corridor work is required over consecutive Sundays
to install remaining noise barriers, communication pits and conduits between Napper Road and the Biggera
Creek Bridge, Parkwood.

This work is weather dependent and will be carried out on the next available Sunday shift should
delays occur.
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Work will involve:

- Placement of noise barrier panels using a mobile crane.

« Excavation of trenches and placement of conduits.

« Installation of conduit pits and compaction of material within trenches.

«  The use of light vehicles, excavators, compaction rollers, graders and water carts.

» This work will be undertaken between 8:00am and 4:00pm.
* Increased noise levels from machinery, including an excavator, mobile crane and compaction roller.
 Light vehicle movements within the project corridor.
