
Stage 1 Success
• Gold Coast Light Rail is the only light rail system in operation 

in Queensland and is the � rst to be built in a regional centre 
anywhere in Australia.

• The end-to-end journey time from Gold Coast University Hospital 
to Broadbeach South is about 37 minutes.

• The success of Stage 1 shows that investment in effective and 
ef� cient public transport can result in signi� cant bene� ts.

• There has been a 25% increase in regional public transport travel 
on the Gold Coast since Stage 1 opened. 

• In July 2015, one year after opening, the G:link trams had carried 
6.6 million passengers and travelled over 1 million kilometres.

Future Stages
• The Gold Coast Light Rail system has 

been designed to be delivered in a 
number of stages to respond to the 
growth of the Gold Coast.

• It is intended to ultimately extend 42 
kilometres from the heavy rail system 
at the northern end of the Gold Coast 
and connect activity centres along the 
coastal strip to the Gold Coast Airport 
at Coolangatta. 

• Following Stage 1, a connection 
between light and heavy rail was 
identi� ed as the next highest 
investment priority for the system. 
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
