Overnight road closure 

To facilitate construction, a temporary overnight road closure will occur along  
Surfers Paradise Boulevard between Clifford Street and Hamilton Avenue from  

Monday 3 December 2012. 

These works are scheduled to take place for up to 2 nights to minimise the    

impact on traffic and surrounding residents and businesses.  

Night works: 

 Surfers Paradise Boulevard will be closed to all through traffic between the 

intersection of Clifford Street  and Hamilton Avenues for up to 2 nights. 

 This work will be carried out between 6:30pm and 6:30am, Monday 3  

December to Tuesday 4 December 2012. 

 Surfers Paradise Boulevard will be reopened to all southbound traffic each 

morning.  

 Driveway and pedestrian access will be maintained at all times during  

closures. 

 Alternative routes and redirections will be signed. Please drive to the  

conditions at all times during construction. 

 During night works vehicles will use “quacker” (quieter) style reversing alarms 

to reduce noise. 

 Light towers will be placed to limit glare to nearby residences. 

 Strict controls will be in place to minimise construction noise, light and dust.
