From Monday 15 April 2013,                                                                                                                               
GoldLinQ will progress with water 
main works at the intersection of 
Hooker Boulevard and Jupiter’s 
Casino Road. These works will be 
completed during night works from 
6:30pm to 6:30am, on the following 
dates: 
 15-17 April 2013 

 22-24 April 2013 

 29 April – 1 May 2013 

 6-8 May 2013 

To facilitate construction, the 
northbound bus route located on 
Jupiter’s Casino Road will be closed. 
On the above dates please note the 
following bus changes. 
 

Bus changes: 

 For northbound 750 bus services 
please use Victoria Park bus stop 
on Surf Parade (see map). 

 For the 745 bus service please use 
the bus stop outside the Gold 
Coast Convention and Exhibition 
Centre (see map). 

 

Traffic changes: 
 No left turn entry into Jupiter’s Casino Road from Hooker Boulevard. 
 Northbound bus stop on Jupiter’s Casino Road will be closed. Use southbound bus stop. 
 Temporary single lane closures on Jupiter’s Casino Road between 6:30pm and 6:30am. 
 Temporary single lane closures on Hooker Boulevard between 6:30pm and 6:30am. 
 Reduced speed limit to 40 km/h. 
 Pedestrian access routes will be maintained around the construction area. Temporary footpath closures near 

the active work area will occur and alternative routes will be signed.  
 

What to expect: 
 Installation of safety barriers and fencing to contain the construction area. 
 Heavy machinery, such as excavation and crane movements to facilitate construction activities. 
 Construction noise, dust and vibration at times. Every effort will be made to minimise these impacts. 
 Timing of this work is subject to weather conditions and construction constraints. 
 During night works vehicles will use “quacker” (quieter) style reversing alarms to reduce noise. 
 Light towers will be placed to limit glare to nearby residences.
