Near Hinze Street

Nerang River

Piling and girder installation is now complete. Some
access changes may be required on the pedestrian
boardwalk under the bridge and some night works will
be required.

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Traffic Changes on the Gold Coast Highway
and Ocean Avenue

Construction continues to install a right turn lane
from the Gold Coast Highway northbound into
Ocean Avenue. The Gold Coast Highway is
reduced to one lane southbound from Ferny Avenue
intersection to Pandanus Avenue. Ocean Avenue is
reopened to two-way traffic but closed at the Gold
Coast Highway intersection (see map).

Day, night and weekend work will occur. Traffic
detours will be in place.
