Don’t stop on the tram tracks!

When turning at a green light,
remain in the traffic lane until
other vehicles have passed
and watch for trams in both
directions.

Do not wait on the tracks for
cars to pass. Penalties now
apply for parking on the tracks.

It is safe to turn on a green
arrow and remember to only
U-Turn where a U-Turn
Permitted sign is displayed.
