Do not wait on the tracks for 
cars to pass. Penalties now 
apply for parking on the tracks.  

It is safe to turn on a green 
arrow and remember to only U-
Turn where a U-Turn Permitted 
sign is displayed.

Parklands 
 

Landscaping and finishing works including night works 
continue.  

 

 
 
Southport 
 

Queen Street 
From Wardoo Street to Nerang Street 
Night works will continue to complete CCTV 
installation and finishing works. 

 
Nerang Street  
Between Queen and Scarborough Street 
Landscaping, station construction and finishing works 
continue. Night works and lane closures may occur.  
 
Scarborough Street 
From Hicks Street to Queen Street 
Footpath, landscape and finishing works continue in 
Southport. Day, night and weekend work will occur. 
Lane closures may occur at night. 
 

Queen Street 
From Scarborough Street to Barney Street 
Day and night works will continue for landscaping, 
finishing works, station construction and footpath 
works. 
 
Night works will occur on Tuesday 27 May at the 
Broadwater Parklands station to hone concrete 
surfaces.  
 

Nerang River 
 

Shared cycle and pedestrian bridge 
Access changes may be required on the pedestrian 
boardwalk under the bridge and some night works will 
occur for landscaping preparation works. 
 

Nerang River barge movements 
The barge Leonora is on the northern side of the river 
to the east of the traffic bridge. Mariners are advised 
to use caution. Details are available on the Maritime 
Safety Queensland website. 
 

Paradise Waters 
 

Gold Coast Highway 
Finishing works including kerbing, minor road works, 
footpaths, landscaping and lighting continue this 
week. Single lane closures will be in place along the 
Gold Coast Highway. 
 
Landscape works continue along Commodore Drive. 
Lane closures may occur. Finishing and station works 
continue. 
 
Main Beach 
Works to install underground electrical services in the 
footpath and roadway will continue next week from 
6:30am to 6:30pm, Monday to Saturday. Works will 
take place on Waterways Drive, Rankin Parade, 
Cronin Street and Breaker Street.
