Parklands to Southport

Parklands Drive services work

Works include ongoing drainage work near Alumni
Drive, ongoing Energex and wastewater works be-
tween Alumni Drive and Engineering Drive and exca-
vation for pavement work between Engineering Drive
and Smith Street.

Depot piling work
